The Sonoma County Agricultural Preservation & Open Space District is chartered to permanently protect the diverse agricultural, natural resource, and scenic open space lands of Sonoma County.  In 2004, the District paid quarry property owners John and Andrea Barella $2.3million for a conservation easement to preserve land around the quarry site from development.  Now, the developers and the county want to rescind the conservation easement on four of the acres to allow 200-400 gravel trucks per day to cross the protected dairy land using an alternate haul route.  Rescinding  the  easement  on  four  acres effectively  rescinds the easement on  the entire property,  as  allowing  200-400  trucks  per  day  to  traverse the property ruins  any  idea  that  the  land  is  being  preserved for scenic  value and is  being preserved form  development..
I oppose the rescission of the conservation easement to allow the use of the four acres for the alternate haul route. This plan negates the charter of the Agriculture Preservation and Open Space District to save land from development.  If you vote to approve the easement exchange, you will establish a dangerous precedent of using tax-paid Open Space land to benefit an individual instead of the intended good for all citizens of Sonoma County.
I urge you to deny the easement exchange.
